• Autographed sports memorabilia/Autographed film/tv memorabilia

• Venues – your connections with venue owners may be willing to donate an evening for the 
high bidder to hold a party or dinner in their space  

• Condos- if you own a vacation home you might be willing to donate a week in your home  
• Clothing – your connections with clothing and boutique store owners might be willing to 

donate a gift certificate or an outfit or item of their choosing  
• Artwork – do you have any artist friends who might be willing to donate a piece?  
• Attractions – if you have any contacts who work for or own attractions such as movie 

theaters, amusement parks, theme parks, etc. they might be willing to donate a season pass 
or a specific number of tickets
